Fireworks:  According to Bellingham’s City Ordinance 10.24.130, …it shall be unlawful to use or discharge consumer fireworks at any time except for the following: On July 4th between 9:00  a.m. and 12:00 midnight, and from 6:00 p.m. on December 31st until 1:00 a.m. on January 1st of the subsequent year.  Have a heart—your neighbors may have to work or may have pets that are scared out of their wits by the fireworks! 





Firearms:  According to Bellingham’s City Ordinance 10.30.010, 1985, it is unlawful in City limits to discharge a firearm (a weapon or device from which a projectile (a bullet, arrow, rock, BB or other solid object) which is capable of striking and causing injury to a person, bird or animal) - except at indoor rifle ranges...
